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CARGILL CARES HELPS WICHITA INDOCHINESE CENTER, INC.
The primary function of the Wichita Indochinese Center, Inc.,(WIC) is adult education. It teaches English as a Second Language, employability skills, and life skills for immigrants and refugees whose first language is not English. It also tries to find jobs for it’s unemployed students. Those who are employed attend classes so that they improve their communication and keep their jobs or aspire for higher paying job. It is very important for these adults to have good communication skills to retain their job, in addition to motivation to work.

This program is partially funded by the Kansas Board of Regents. WIC was struggling to cope up with the increased enrollment and to come up with mandatory matching funds. Cargill Cares came to the rescue of WIC in a timely manner. It approved a $20,000 grant for this program. “We are very grateful to Cargill Cares because their funding helps us to add additional classes to enroll more students who are in the waiting list” says Mohan Kambampati, the director. “When the employment situation is very tight immigrants and refugees have to learn English communication skills to get a job or retain their job. Working hard alone is not enough” he says.

Cargill Cares fully understood the situation and funding WIC. The grant check was presented on Wednesday, August 18th at 10:00 AM at the Wichita Indochinese Center, Inc., 2502 East Douglas. Mr. Ron Holt, Chairperson of the board of directors gratefully receive it.  
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
